ITEM 1   DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST  There were no declarations of interest.
ITEM 2   DECLARATIONS OF PREDETERMINATION  There were no declarations of predetermination.
ITEM 3   MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING – 20th JULY 2010  The minutes of the last meeting as agreed at full council on the 29th July were signed by the Chairman.

ITEM 5  CHAIRMAN’S REPORT TO INCLUDE REPORT ON MUGA/SKATEBOWL   


Firstly I am sure most people here if not all are aware of the sad passing of fellow Councillor and 
committee member Joyce Rhodes, her dedication and work for all in the Parish will be sadly 
missed.  


I am pleased to say that the MUGA and Skate Bowl are now complete and being well used, 
although a few concerns have been raised, firstly there are reports of foul and abusive language 
being used by some of the older users of the skate bowl and of some users hogging the skate 
bowl, neither are acceptable, please keep the language appropriate and allow others, especially the 
younger people to share these facilities.  I am pleased to also be able to say that the remedial work 
has been more or less completed on the football pitch, hopefully this will allow the pitch to be 
used more, there is concern however that a pathway may become worn across the pitch as users of 
the skate bowl and MUGA are cutting across the pitch to enter/exit via the gateway nearest Briars 
End;  we need to be careful that we do not allow a worn track, especially after having spent a 
large sum of parish money on the improvements; I have planned to discuss this issue under late 
items.

ITEM 11   TO CONSIDER INSTALLING A TRIM TRAIL ON THE SPORTSFIELD, LOCATION, TYPE, FUNDING SOURCES, PLANNING ISSUES Members agreed to get companies supplying Trim Trails in to get further details of costs, equipment etc.  It was agreed that the provision of
a Trim Trail could be beneficial to all ages and a positive addition to the sports field subject to

consultation process.  Cllr Harris agreed to take this matter forward for further consideration.

and a replacement will be required.  Members considered costs and agreed that a basic wheel-


to-wheel machine costing £285.00 should be purchased and to take this request to full council.


b.  Access to MUGA/Skatebowl  As noted in the Chairman’s report concern has been raised about


the issue of young people using the Skatebowl continuing to access this from Dick o’ th’ Banks 
Road by riding diagonally across the sports field; this continued use could eventually cause 
damage to the football field.  It was agreed to get costs to close this access either by extending the 
chain link or placing a lockable gate.  The Council is asked to consider agreeing to seal off this 
access.
