Easter is late this year, so my Easter greetings will need putting on hold until a week 

before the next edition of the Bridge. As I write, we’re still journeying through the 

40 days of Lent. Over halfway, it may seem a long and lonely road, so I share this 

story of encouragement with you. It’s a reminder that whether we’re experiencing 

the joy of Easter resurrection or the agony of Good Friday in our lives at the moment, God is always 

with us and surrounds us with love. The words are by Reinhold Neibur (1892-1971) whose father died 

when he was 21. 

‘As a child I once spent a day with my grandmother. Towards evening, a severe storm began. ‘Now how 
will you get home, child?’ the old woman asked. But then my father came to fetch me. He had a big blue 
coat, as men wore at that time, and as we left he said, ’Come under here’. I slipped under the coat, 
grabbed his hand, and off we went. I couldn’t see anything as we splashed through the 
puddles and mud. I heard the rain and thunder and seized my father’s hand and held it 

tightly. But I would have been a fool if I had complained that it was 
dark around me. After all, it was my father’s coat, protecting me 
from the weather, that made it dark. Father saw the path; I knew 
that…and when the coat parted, we were at home! I looked into my 
mother’s cheerful face and at our bright, warm room, and everything was 
pleasant and cosy as only home can be. 
Of course father had brought me home. Where else should he have brought me? 
So it is with our heavenly Father. If only we trust him, he holds our hand, takes 

us under his wings and leads us through storm and tempest.’

Matters which can be 

discussed are not usually ordinary ongoing Council/Village matters these can be put to the Council at any time during the 

year by writing to the Clerk or by lobbying one of your Councillors.  The Parish Meeting is the residents meeting, not a 

Council meeting.

Campaign News -  What’s happened to date: An invitation was sent to all of the Parish Councils in the 
catchment area for Crossways Library to attend a meeting on March 23

rd
 with the Friends of Crossways 

Library Committee (FCL) in Crossways to discuss the Library Service proposals, to share the views of AdLib 
and to ascertain their views as to the situation.  An invitation was also sent by the County Library Service to 
the Friends groups and Parish/Town Councils of the 20 affected libraries to attend a consultation meeting on 
the same day.  
Two FCL Committee members and a Crossways Parish Councillor attended the consultation meeting in 
Dorchester. All 20 libraries were well represented.  The aim of the consultation was for the Library Service to 
ascertain our views on their three proposals for the future of the Library Service.  It was made very clear by all 
present that the desired outcome for the 20 libraries was to continue the service as before.  The question was 
raised as to why all 34 libraries were not being consulted at the same time and the reply was that they were 
going to consult with the other 14 libraries.  The meeting was informed that further consultations were planned 
to include the 14 libraries and by sending out questionnaires to members of the libraries, members of the 
public and Parish/Town Councils were being asked to offer expressions of interest in taking over their library 
by the 5

th
 May 2011.  It was agreed that they would hold a further consultation meeting with all 34 libraries 

present.  
The outcome of the meeting from the 20 libraries‟ point of view was that given the current level of statistics, 
financial information and the lack of detail about how communities could take over their library this option 
would need far more work before any decisions could be made.  A proposal was made directly to the 
County Councillors present that as it is a totally unrealistic expectation to present a new Library 
service strategy under the current time limit that the elected members consider implementing the 
AdLib proposals for the financial year 2012/13 which would give the savings they have to achieve and 
then use this time together with the financial year 2011/12 to put in place a properly planned strategy 
for the future that treats all 34 libraries in the same way and achieves their objective of not having to 
come back time and again with plans to close libraries because of budget constraints.  This proposal 
met with unanimous approval from the floor and was clearly taken on board by both Library Service staff and 
County Councillors.  
The FCL Committee held their local consultation the same day with representatives from Crossways, 
Owermoigne and an observer from Moreton present.  The importance of all the PCs engaging with the County 
Council consultation process was agreed especially as the FCL have no authority as a statutory body.  The 
councillors present agreed to explain the position to their PCs to ensure their input.  A copy of this article will 
be sent to other Parish magazines for circulation.
